Adding of 10 mM B-mercaptoethanol or 1 mM DTT
into the solution to protect the protein is
recommended and using of non-ionic detergents
such as n-Dodecyl pB-D-maltoside (DoDM) or
polyethylene detergents (e.g. Ci,Ej) also help to
stabilize the protein. Avoid repeated freezing and
thawing.
